CSS practice

First let’s set some formatting for the main parts of the page. Create and edit a file called “ghost.css” in the same folder as this document (and the HTML and images). Make these changes that are described in each box (table) below. After each box save the files and look at the webpage in the browser again.

I have put the final completed files in the folder “Completed CSS and HTML” in case you have trouble following these instructions (so you can then look at what it is supposed to look like).

	Link the css file to this HTML file. Type in the highlighted text.

	Format existing HTML tags (nothing needs to be done in TaiwanGhost.html)
Create a new file called ghost.css and type in everything in the left hand column below.

	· set the background to pale pink

· add padding to move text etc. away from edges of screen



· style H1 and H2 tags. 
Put formatting common to both first.




· not much to do with paragraphs. Set the colour if you wish.


· put a border around all images and add margins to the top and bottom (to space it away from surrounding text).

	Format <a> tag too

	
a { text-decoration: none; background-color: transparent; font-weight: bold; }

a:link, a:visited { color: #0000AA; border-bottom: 1px dotted rgb(46, 67, 46); }

a:hover { color: #3300CC; background-color: #FFFFAA; }


	Explanation of the three lines above:

(1) general formatting for <a> tags

(2) formatting for links as well as when a link is visited. I want the same formatting for both.
Multiple tags must be separated by commas (comma means “and”)

(3) special formatting for when the mouse is over the link.

Try moving the mouse over the link that says “Taiwanese” to see the effect.

	We are also using an <address> tag in the HTML, so let’s format that:

  font-style: italic;

  color: #333;

  border-left: green solid thin;

  border-bottom: green solid thin;

  padding: 0 0 4px 10px;

  float:right;

}
	· make some nice borders

· add padding only to the bottom (4px) and left (10px)


· this moves it nicely to the right


Format the content division in the CSS file and add the content ID to the HTML file.

Now we’ll create some custom formats. 
Create the formats in CSS and add the classes into HTML. 
(Classes can be used in multiple places in HTML. I only have one example of each here though.)

<p class="box">Old <a href="…

Add the following into the HTML

<p><span class="highlight">Just one percent of Taiwan's landlords accept a single senior citizen as their tenant,</span>
Add this into the HTML at the bottom

<p class="source">Source: Al Jazeera </p>


Now let’s try a fancy selector. No changes need to be made to the HTML file.

	ghost.css

	h2 + p::first-letter {

  font-size: 200%;

  font-style: italic;

}
	Explanation: 
only make a large first letter in a paragraph that follows H2
::first-letter is a pseudo-selector. There are others.

Finally, I’ll show you how IDs are also used with JavaScript. There are many different ways, this is just one example.  (No change to ghost.css)

function changeText() {

  ghost.textContent = "GHOST-fearing";

}

function changeText2() {

  var element = document.getElementById("ghost");

  element.innerHTML = 

  '<i style="color:red;">GHOST</i>-fearing';

}

</script>
	
Add this to the header section of the HTML file.  (i.e. inside the <HEAD>….</HEAD> tags)

The ID name will be “ghost”

This line is too long for the box at the left, so I split it into two. You can write it as one line

(You can see that there are at least two different ways to change text.).

<h1>Taiwan's elderly vs <span id="ghost">ghost-fearing</span> landlords</h1>
	Add in the highlighted text

	<img src="taiwan.jpg" onmouseover="changeText2()" onmouseout="changeText()">
	Add the highlighted text to the Taiwan.jpg image tag.


Now move the mouse over the image and notice how the text in the header (the ID=GHOST) changes. To restore the original formatting, you’ll have to reload the webpage.
