§ 11.2 and 11.3 Microscopes and Telescopes

Optical instruments are (normally) made with more than one lens. The image of the first lens is positioned so that it becomes the object of the second lens. This typically produces an enlarged virtual image. Sometimes a third lens is used to flip the image so that it is upright. Ray diagrams for these are The lenses are normally compound lenses made of two different materials to counter chromatic and spherical aberrations.
